GB Auto Reports First Quarter 2010 Results

Market leader GB Auto reports strong passenger car sales growth in Egypt and its first sales in Iraq

11 May 2010

(Cairo, Egypt) — GB Auto (AUTO.CA on the Egyptian Exchange), the leading automotive assembler
and distributor in the Middle East and North Africa, announced today its consolidated results for the
first quarter of 2010, reporting net income of LE 68.7 million. Taking into consideration an LE 8.5
million share-based compensation accounting entry, comparative net income for the quarter stood at
LE 77.2 million, a 987.3% rise over the same quarter last year, when the market hit a recessionary
low. The three months just ended were the best-ever first quarter in terms of sales and operating
profit for the Group, led by record passenger car sales.

"The first signs of recovery that we detected late in the third quarter of 2009 have become even more
pronounced,” said GB Auto Chief Executive Officer Dr. Raouf Ghabbour. “We look forward to stability
in our home market of Egypt, where we expect total market unit sales this year to be on par with
2008. The expansion plans we laid last year are also now starting to bear fruit: Our new joint venture
in Iraq has delivered its first sales, and we look forward to the launch of our new representations of
Mazda passenger cars and Yokohama tires in the second quarter. Both of these representations will
add to our growth in 2010 and well beyond.”

The first quarter of 2010 was GB Auto’s best-ever first quarter for passenger car sales; the company
also recorded its first sales of three-wheelers through its new microfinance joint venture while
achieving promising growth in truck sales.

Egypt’s passenger car market grew 58.7% in 1Q10 with 44,559 units sold against 28,083 in the same
quarter of 2009, according to data from the Automotive Marketing Information Council (AMIC), an
independent industry body. The national passenger car market shrank 3.8% quarter-on-quarter in
1Q10 and fell 9.9% compared with the same quarter of 2008, six months before fallout from the
global economic crisis saw the Egyptian passenger car market enter recession.

By contrast, GB Auto recorded a 175.3% year-on-year improvement in Egyptian passenger car unit
sales in 1Q10. Passenger car sales revenues in Egypt rose 158.0% quarter-on-quarter and gained
24.9% from 1Q08. Heading into the 2008-09 market recession, management prioritized gains in
market share: Nationwide, GB Auto’s share of market sales has risen from 21.3% in 1Q08 to 26.9%
in 4Q09 and 29.3% in 1Q10. GB Auto continues to enjoy the largest market share of any Egyptian
distributor.

GK Auto, the company’s Iragi joint venture with Al-Kassid Group, sold 1,341 units in 1Q10 as it began
operations. GK Auto will

Ghabbour said GB Auto will continue to consolidate the gains it has made in the past year and a half,
noting, “We are a qualitatively different company than we were pre-recession, having taken the past
18 months not just to build our portfolio of representations and diversify our revenue streams, but
also to ensure that the people as well as quality-control and risk-management systems are in place to
direct that growth. A world-class senior management team will manage our operations in Iraq, the
launch of the Yokohama and Mazda franchises in Egypt later this quarter, and the roll-out of new
branches at Mashro’ey.”
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“Having delivered an outstanding performance during what is traditionally the slowest period of our
year, we look forward to delivering substantial top and bottom-line growth from our existing portfolio
of brands and representations as we continue to lay the foundation for medium-term growth,”
Ghabbour concluded. “"With low motorization rates across our footprint, a return to strong economic
growth in key geographies, the right network of partners, proven systems, and a robust management

team, there has never been a more interesting time to be in this business.”
